Section  I :  Candidates  for  muni  cipa  I offi  ces  to  be  filI  ed
at  sp  ring  el  ection  shall  b e nominated  by  nominatiOrl  pap  ers  and
s e l ection  in  th  e  p rima  ry  el  ection.

Section  2:  A spring  primary,  when  required,  shalI  be  he(d
four  (4)  weeks  before  the  spring  election.

Section  3 :  Nominaticn  Pap  ers  -  Sp  ring  El ection.  Nomination
pap  ers  'For  offi  ces  to  be  filI  ed  in  the  spring  el  ection  shalI  be
filed  not  later  than  5:00  P.  M.  on  the  last  Tuesday  in  January.
They  shall  conform  to  the  requirements  for  nomination  papers  as
required  by Wisconsin  Statute  5.23,  except  that  the  number  of
signers  required  is as  follows:  Nomination  papers  shall  be
signed  by  electors,  not  less  than  3% of the  number  of  electors
voting  therein  for  Governor  at  the  last  preceding  general  election,
but  not  Iess  than  I5  voters  and  shalI  be  fiI  ed wi  th  the  ViIIage
Clerk  not  less  than  twenty  (20)  days  before  such  primary  not  later
than  5:00  P.  M,  on  said  last  day.

Section  4:  If  the  number  of  candidates  for  any  el  ective
viIlage  office  does  not  exceed  two  (2)  times  the  number  to  be
elected  to  such  office,  no  primary  shal  l be  held  for  such  of'i-ice
and  the  names  of  such  candidates  shali  be  printed  on  the  officiaf
balIot  for  the  ensuing  el  ection.

Section  5:  Vil  )age  El ection  -  Time  and  Notice.  Notice  of
every  primary  shalI  be  given  by  the  Cl erk  pursuant  to  !"/i  sconsin
Statute  10.45.

CHARTER  O[)INANCE

Providing  fora  a non-partisan  primaray  for  village  officer-s

in  the  Village  of  Sussex.

Section  1.  The  Village  of  Sussex  hereby  elects  that

candidates  fora  elective  village  offices  shall  be  nominated  by  a non-

partisan  primary  conducted  as directed  in  Chapter  5, Wisconsin  Statutes,

so  far  as  applicable.

Section  2.  Nomination  papers  shall  be  signed  by  electors

not  less  than  three  per  centum  of  the  number  of  electors  voting  therein

for  gover'nor  at  the  last  preceding  general  election,  but  not  less  than

fifteen  voteps*  Nomination  papers  shall  be  filed  with  the  village  clerk

not less  than  twenty  days before  such  primary,  not  later  than  5:00  P. Me

on  said  last  day.

Section  3.  No additional  candidates  may be nominated  for

such  offices  by  the  methods  provided  by  subsections  (l)  and  (2)  of

section  5'.27.

Section  )4.  This  is a charter  ordinance  and i.f' it  is adopted

by  the  Village  Boa:rd,  it  shall  take  effect  sixty  days  after  its  passage

and publication,  unless  within  such sixty  days a referendurn  petition

as  provided  by  section  66.01  of  the  Wisconsin  8tatutes  shall  be  filed

in  which  event  this  ordinance  shall  not  take  effect  until  it  shall

have  been  submitted  to  a referendum  of  the  electors  and  approved  by  a

majority  of  the  electors  voting  thereon.

If  this  ordinance  is  submitted  without  alter'ation  to  the

electors  of  the  Village  at  the  next  regular  election,  it  shal:L  take

e'f'fect  immediately  after  such  election  if  a majority  of  the  qualified

electors  voting  thereon  shall  vote  in  favor  ther'eof.

If  such  & village  primary  is  pyovided  for  it  vill  be  heM

when  required,  four  weeks  praior  to  the  first  Tuesday  in  April.

Nomination  papers  to  permit  the  names  of  candidates  for  any

elective  village  office  to  appear  on  the  primary  ballot  must  be  filed



with  the  village  clerk  not  less  than  20  days  prior  to  the  primary.

These  must  be deposited  with  the  village  clerk  not  latera  than  5:00

P.  M.  on such  closing  day.

Village  nomination  papers  vhere  there  is  a primary  must  be

signed  by  electops  equal  in  number  to  three  per  cent  of  those  who

voted  foy  govea'nor  in  that  Village  at  the  preceding  'fflovembexs  election

(even  numbered  year,s),  but  in  a:ny event  such  nomination  paper  must

have  at least  15  signatures  of  village  electors.

Each  per'son  for  whorri  nomination  papers  are  filed  must  file

with  the  village  clerk  with  his  nomination  papers,  a declaration  that

he will  qualify  as  such  officer'  if  elected.

Whenever"  the  number  of  candidates  placed  in  nomination  fo.-

any  village  office  does  not  axceed  two  times  the  numbey  of  per'sons  to

be  elected  to  that  office,  then  no primaro;y  election  shall  be hela  for

that  office,  and  the  names  of  such  candidates  shall  be  printed  upon

the  official  ballot  in  April.

This  ordinarice  shall  take  effect  and  be  in  force  as  provided

ther'ein  and  by  law,
