RE: Request to Purchase Fire Station Alerting System

Currently, the Waukesha County Communications Center transmits audible notification alerts
to responding fire station during emergency fire events to inform fire staff of required
resources. The Sussex Fire Department requires a new system to ensure there is a robust
enhanced communication system between dispatch and the fire station required during fire
emergency calls.

The Sussex Fire Station is currently equipped with a legacy station-alerting system that was
installed by department members and carries no warranty or service contract for repairs. The
operational abilities are also limited and do not allow dispatch and fire to have expanded
communication capabilities between them such as automated triggers, multi-tones, voice
messaging and soft-start alerts.

Alerting of emergency calls and the various operational needs for fire resources is critical to
dispatch services. This is a primary notification system between dispatch and fire resources. The
system we recommend is the Phoenix G2 — Automated Fire Station Alerting System which
includes the Dispatch and Fire Station systems. This Station Alerting System was approved in
the 2021 Capital Budget, but due to supply chains shortages we were unable to complete this
project in the 2021 fiscal year.

This same Alerting System is currently used by the following departments in Waukesha and
Milwaukee County:
