• Unavailability of an ambulance for response within the service area in which a medical 
emergency has occurred due multiple calls occurring in a short period of time. 

• Unavailability of resources for Advanced Life Support in circumstances where the patient 
would reasonably benefit from Advanced Life Support. 

• A major EMS incident in which the resources of the local EMS system are not adequate 
to provide effective and efficient pre-hospital care and transportation for the victims of 
the incident.
