Re:  Salt Purchase 2024/2025 Season

Waukesha County has issued our Salt Agreement, which the Village Board must review and
approve each year. The price of salt is $94.86 per ton, which is $2.91 more than last year (about
a 10% increase). The quantity of salt available to us will remain at 2,100 tons. We only pay for
what we use. In the 2023/2024 season we used 999 tons. The County purchases salt through the
State contract and is the least expensive price available to us. Staff recommends that the Board
approve the agreement.

The Village of Sussex agrees to pay the County $94.86 per ton of salt used.

Invoicing by the County will occur on a monthly basis with payment made within 30 days of receipt of
invoice.

The Village of Sussex agrees to the above listed amount of salt during the 2024-2025 winter season.
The Village of Sussex will only be billed for actual salt taken and used from Waukesha County sheds.

There will be a restocking fee of $ 14.00  per ton charged to the Village of Sussex for the return of
salt to a County substation. There will be no charge if returned to Main Shop and scaled in and
out for restocking.

Should the Village of Sussex require additional salt, the Waukesha County Highway

Operations Manager or his designee will negotiate with the municipality.
Please be advised the County reserves the right to discontinue supply in the event of salt shortages.

Dear Village of Sussex, Public Works

Waukesha County will continue with the new way our salt agreements and sales were instituted.

1. We will continue to use a 5-year rolling average based on your municipality’s use for ordering your
salt quantity. This is how county salt is ordered.

a.  Your current average is 1161 tons.
b. Yourequested 2100 tons for this season.
¢.  Your last season’s salt usage was 1000  tons.

Should you exceed your average annual use, the County’s current inventory of available salt and salt
yet to be ordered will be used to determine if you can purchase more than the allocation.

2. Waukesha County will continue to add a storage and handling fee to the salt. This will only apply to
salt used and is included in the price agreement.

3. All salt picked up will be weighed in tons. Any salt returned must be returned and re-scaled at the
Highway Operations Center located at 1641 Woodburn Road, Waukesha, 53188. We have a new
certified scale in operation for the upcoming season.

Please review the attached Letter of Agreement carefully. If you are in agreement with its terms and
conditions, sign and date both forms, keep one for your records and return the other to us in the enclosed
envelope no later than Monday October 14, 2024.

Subject: Engineering Monthly Report — September 2024

2025 Road Program:

o Staff has reviewed the storm videos and prioritized repair needs. To stay within budget, we
will not be repairing ditches or ponds. We will repair all manholes and catch basins in the
road, but only repair the storm pipes that are in the worst condition.

o Video inspection revealed inflow / infiltration issues at 8 residential sanitary laterals. Two
laterals have been repaired, and 6 other residents have been notified and have started
investigating to determine location of damage and the repair options.

Generators: This project will be bid in October 2024.

Water Pollution Control Facility: The TAC agreed to staff's recommended project scope. The only
major change in scope since January is the determination that we should minimize the work on the
Gravity Thickener in 2025, but plan for a total overhaul of the equipment in 5-7 years.

PSB Roof Replacement is done except for a few punch list items, which are scheduled to be
completed on September 5.

Staff plans to apply for a CMAQ grant from WisDOT for the Northeast Interceptor Trail from the
south end of Woodland Trails subdivision to Good Hope Road. The trail will be mostly through the
woods north of the yard waste site and then run between the farm field and the tree line south of the
working portion of the yard waste site following the route of the Northeast Sanitary Interceptor
Sewer..

Since discovering in December/January that Sussex was paying the entire cost to treat significant
infiltration into a portion of the Lannon Interceptor, we have recouped over $76,000 from our partner
communities for their share of that cost. Staff is working with Lannon & Menomonee Falls to
identify the source(s) of the clean water inflow / infiltration.

Water Softener Rebates: So far, we've issued 8 rebates for Optimizations ($75 each) and 12
rebates for Replacements ($200 each) for a total of $3,000 spent.

MS-4 Permit: The Upper Fox River group permit will soon be out for public comment. The permit
period is 5 years (thru Oct 2029). The permit remains relatively unchanged. However, there are
requirements for creating measurable goals and for creating or updating procedures for each
program. There will be no requirements related to DNR’s TMDL study that is currently underway.
DNR anticipates that in the next 5-year permit cycle (2029-2033) we will need to complete our
planning steps to show how we will meet the TMDL requirements and then start implementation of
the plan with the 2033-2037 permit.



Developments:

Vista Run Phase 3: Road grading and gravelling is underway. Curb installation is planned for the
week of September 2. The binder course of asphalt will follow in mid-September.

Redford Hills and Golden Fields: Top lift of asphalt and remaining punch list will be completed later
this year.

Wildflower: We are working with the developer on the Developer’s Agreement. Developer will be
importing and stockpiling fill from other sites to his property on the west side of Pewaukee Road just
south of Main Street over the next few months.

Wangard Site XII: Public Infrastructure plans have been approved. Construction is planned for late
September.
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
